The Rutherfordton Historic Preservation Commission has five members that are appointed by the Rutherfordton Town Council.  The Commission reviews proposed exterior changes, new construction, demolition, and significant changes to landscaping to ensue that alterations are in compliance with design guidelines and are compatible with the historic character of the neighborhood.  Applications for a Certificate of Appropriateness must be submitted to the address above for all major work as shown on the Certificate of Appropriateness Requirement List.

Certificate of Appropriateness is required before exterior changes can be made and before a building permit can be issued. 

FILING SCHEDULE:  The RHPC meets the second Monday of each month.  Applications must be received 10 days prior to the meeting in order to be reviewed at the committee’s next meeting.  Your application will be reviewed based upon the Rutherfordton Historic Preservation Design Guidelines and Rules of Procedure. 

Applicants are strongly encourages to attend the meeting

GUIDELINES: Copies of the guidelines are available at the Norris Library, Town Hall, and online at the Town of Rutherfordton website (www.rutherfordton.net).  It will be helpful to review the guidelines while planning your project to ensure compliance with the Guidelines.  The preservation staff can help you with interpretation of the guidelines. .  

Certificates of Appropriateness do not relieve the property owner from the responsibility of obtaining any other required permits.  Building Permits and other permits may be required even if a COA is not required.  For more information contact the Building Inspections and Zoning Offices.

Decisions of the RHPC may be appealed by filing notice with the Board of Adjustment within 30 days after the meeting..
