The Rutherfordton Town Council held a special meeting this day at 6:00 pm, in the upstairs meeting room of the Spindale House, Spindale, NC.  This was a combined meeting with the Spindale Board of Commissioners.  The purpose of this meeting was to hear a presentation from engineer David Odom on the progress of the application process for both towns in respect to being designated as Phase II Stormwater municipalities.

Mayor Jimmy Dancy called the Rutherfordton Council to order, with the following Councilmembers present:  Stan Clements, Bob Jones, Christy Bare and Terry Cobb.  Also attending for Rutherfordton were Zoning Administrator/Code Enforcement Officer Don Hutchins, Town Attorney David Lloyd and Town Manager Karen Andrews.
Mayor Mickey Bland called the Spindale Commission to order with the following Commissioners present: Tommy Hardin, Toby Tomblin, and Nancy Walker.  Commissioners Ed Searcy and Carl Bailey were not in attendance.  Also attending for Spindale were Zoning Officer Lee Edwards, Finance Director Cathy Swofford and Town Manager Cameron McHargue.

Also in attendance were engineer David Odom with Odom Engineering PLLC, who is assisting both municipalities with the Phase II Stormwater Application process; Bill Diuguid, Stormwater Staff Planner and Mike Randall, Stormwater Staff Engineer, both with the North Carolina Division of Water Quality.

Mr. Odom distributed to both elected boards a copy of his power point presentation, along with a copy of the draft Application for Permit.  Mr. Diuguid and Mr. Randall were present to respond to specific questions which the elected board members may have.
After a lengthy discussion and question/answer period between the elected boards and the two representatives with the Division of Water Quality, the boards jointly decided by consensus for the Towns to send a letter to DWQ Director Coleen Sullins to: 1) request a six month extension for the Stormwater Phase II application deadline, making the new deadline in February 2012; 2) request the sampling locations in both towns, which indicated the streams were impaired; 3) inquire as to other similarly situated towns that have been designated for inclusion in the Phase II program.  Both elected boards, also decided by consensus to meet with their General Assembly representatives concerning this issue.
Being no further business at approximately 8:40 pm, the Spindale Board of Commissioners and the Rutherfordton Town Council unanimously adjourned.
