Mayor Lesher welcomed all present and called the meeting to order with the following Councilmembers present:  Christy Bare, Bob Jones and Terry Cobb.  Councilmember Dancy was out of town and could not attend the meeting. Also in attendance was Town Attorney David Lloyd. 
PUBLIC COMMENT TIME

Mayor Lesher congratulated John McWhorter of the Community Development Department and Vickie Harrison, on the success of the MayFest.  Mayor Lesher also informed Council that the Rutherford Housing Partnership requested to use the Town Hall lobby on June, 27th, 2009, for the starting place for a Garden Tour that would showcase gardens in the Town of Rutherfordton. Councilmember Cobb noted he would like the Town to recognize Scoggin’s Seafood & Steakhouse who will be celebrating 50 years in business on May 29th, 2009.  
DISCUSSION AND ADOPTION OF AGENDA

Councilmember Jones made a motion to adopt the agenda with two additions being the closing of Second Street and proclamation of celebration for Scoggin’s Seafood and Steakhouse, with Councilmember Bare seconding.   Motion passed unanimously.

WHEREAS, in accordance with the applicable provisions of the North Carolina Local Government Budget and Control Act; and


WHEREAS, the Town of Rutherfordton requires certain fiscal actions to effectively provide continued and improved service to its customers; and


WHEREAS, the Town of Rutherfordton has been awarded a Supplemental Grant by the North Carolina Rural Center in the amount of $150,000 towards the Waterworks Road Pump Station Replacement and Gravity Sewer Improvements; and


WHEREAS, The Town of Rutherfordton desires to accept the grant under the conditions of the award and complete the project, including providing local funds required meeting the overall project cost; and


WHEREAS, The Town of Rutherfordton’s loan application has been approved by the NCDENR Construction Grants and Loans Section in the amount of $101,850. towards the Waterworks Road Pump Station Replacement and Gravity Sewer Improvements; and


WHEREAS, The Town of Rutherfordton desires to accept the loan under the conditions of the approval and complete the project, including providing local funds required meeting the overall project cost;

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Mayor Lesher informed Council the Recreation Committee met and discussed the trails recommendation from the Leadership Team and Strategic Planning Group. 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
The first item of unfinished business was the discussion and consideration of renting Crestview Park baseball/softball fields.  Public Works Director Keith Ward provided information to Council on possible ways to be effective in the maintenance of Crestview Park ball fields. Councilmember Cobb provided information concerning baseball field rental rates of surrounding municipalities.  The Women’s League event at Crestview Park was reported by Councilmember Cobb, he reported the event was run extremely well and there were 26 teams present.  He also heard during the weekend all hotel rooms in the area were booked and the local restaurants were very busy too.  Councilmember Jones suggested that Councilmember Cobb, Town Attorney Lloyd, Town Manager Andrews and other staff meet and develop suggestions for maintenance surcharges and liability issues for Council consideration. Council will revisit at June 3rd, 2009 Council meeting. 
The second item of Unfinished Business was the discussion of Jammin’ on Second Street Concert Series Proposal.  Community Development Director McWhorter presented to Council the proposed Jammin’ on Second Street Concert Series for downtown.  A sketch was given to Council noting the location for the band, food, “beer garden”, etc. Councilmember Cobb asked about vehicles being parked in the area and the clearing of those for the event.  Discussion was also held concerning the food vendors and options for restaurants.  Councilmember Cobb inquired about who was responsible for the cleanup after the event and if any changes are made prior to the June 3rd Council meeting, that Council be notified of those changes.  Councilmember Bare made a motion to close Second Street from Central Street to First Street from 4:00pm to 9:00pm for all five event dates contingent upon Council review following each event, with Councilmember Jones seconding.  Motion passed unanimously. 
NEW BUSINESS
The first item of New Business was the review and possible change of day and time for regularly scheduled Council meetings. Councilmember Jones made a motion to change Rule 1 of the Rules of Procedure to, that Council shall hold its regular meeting on the first Wednesday of each month, except that if a regular meeting day is a legal holiday, the meeting shall be held on the first Thursday. The meeting to be held at 129 North Main Street and shall begin at 5:30 pm, with Councilmember Cobb seconding. Motion passed unanimously. 

Council was reminded of a continuation of “Strategic team planning and how to be effective session” on May 21st from 8:00 am until 2:30 pm.  This workshop will be held at Transitions which is located off of Highway 108. 

The next item was the discussion of how to proceed with NC DOT concerning the two by-pass alternatives. No action was taken on this item. Council will revisit at the June 3rd, 2009 Council meeting. 
Councilmember Cobb made a motion to present a Proclamation to Scoggins Seafood & Steakhouse in recognition of their 50th anniversary celebration (attached), with Councilmember Jones seconding. Motion passed unanimously.  Councilmember Cobb will present this Proclamation to Dale Scoggins on Firday, May 29th.
Being no further business, at 7:02 pm, Councilmember Jones made a motion to adjourn, with Councilmember Bare seconding. Motion passed unanimously.
