June 9, 2010

The Rutherfordton Town Council held a special meeting and public hearing this day at 6:00 pm, in the Council room of Rutherfordton Town Hall, 129 North Main Street.  The purpose of this special meeting was to hold a public hearing on the proposed FY 2010-2011 Town budget, and to possibly adopt same.

Mayor Dancy welcomed all present and called the meeting to order with the following Councilmembers present:  Stan Clements, Christy Bare, Terry Cobb and Bob Jones.  Town Attorney David Lloyd and Town Manager Karen Andrews were also in attendance.

Councilmember Jones made a motion to approve the agenda as presented with Councilmember Cobb seconding.  Motion passed unanimously.

Finance Director Rus Scherer gave a brief review the proposed FY 2010-2011 budget.

Mayor Dancy asked all Councilmembers if they had questions or comments on the proposed budget.  Councilmember Jones said he still wished there were funds to give each employee a one-time bonus.  Councilmember Cobb expressed his concern about the two part-time positions in the Planning and Development Department.  He also had questions about the funding in that department.  Discussion included what tasks the part-time positions would be responsible for after the retirement of the present Planning and Development Director. 
PUBLIC HEARING

At 7:02 pm, Mayor Dancy declared the public hearing open and stated the purpose of this public hearing is to receive comments on the proposed FY 2010-2011 budget.

Dennis Hill, resident and business owner, addressed Council and said perhaps the Rutherford Chamber of Commerce might be interested in answering the phones for Rutherford Town Revitalization.  Perhaps the Town could pay the Chamber a fee to provide this service.  Mr. Hill suggested that a lower amount could be offered to a contractor to perform the services for the Town’s festivals.
Joe Simmons a Town resident.  Discussed his thoughts on the overall budget.  Mr. Simmons said there is a disturbing trend with the Town’s Sewer Enterprise Fund.  He suggested that the Council take a long range perspective on the Town’s services offered.

Hearing no further comments, at 7:18 pm, Mayor Dancy declared the public hearing closed.

Councilmember Clements made a motion to accept the proposed FY 2010-2011 budget as presented in the budget ordinance, with Councilmember Jones seconding the motion so it can be brought to the floor for discussion.
Councilmember Bare expressed her support for the Rutherfordton Golf Club and golf course, as over the past years the Council has given funds in support of the efforts at the golf course. She feels the Rutherfordton Golf Club needs to look at avenues available to them to raise funds to support the Club. She noted the Golf Club is not a department of the Town and she can’t support giving an increase of funds to a non Town department, when the Town’s departments are not getting increases, nor or the Town employees getting an increase in their pay for the second consecutive year.

Councilmembers Clements and Jones stated their support for the golf course; and also urged the Golf Club to look for ways to increase their revenues.

Councilmember Cobb suggested the change in the Planning and Development Department to be looked at as a restructuring of the department versus demolishing.

Motion for the adoption of the Budget Ordinance for the FY 2010-2011 passed on a three to one vote.  Councilmembers Jones, Clements and Cobb voting in favor of the budget with Councilmember Bare voting against the Budget Ordinance.

Section 4.     Tax Rate Established

There is hereby levied a tax at the rate of fifty-two cents ($0.52) per one hundred dollars ($100) valuation of property as listed for taxes as of January 1, 2010 for the purpose of raising the revenue listed as property taxes in the General Fund in Section 2 of this ordinance.  This rate is based on an estimated total valuation of real property for the purposes of taxation of $313,934,700 and an estimated collection rate of 98.45%. The estimated rate of collection is based on the actual rate of collection for fiscal year 2008-2009.

There is hereby further levied an additional tax at the rate of thirteen cents ($0.13) per one hundred dollars ($100) valuation of property as listed for taxes as of January 1, 2010 within the boundaries of the Rutherfordton Municipal Service District.  (Boundaries as kept on file in the office of the Town Manager) 

Section 5.     Special Authorization Budget Officer

The following authorizations and restrictions shall apply to the adoption and enactment of this budget:

A. The Budget Officer shall be authorized to reallocate departmental appropriations among the various objects of expenditures within the department.

B. Interfund transfers, established in the budget document, may be accomplished without recourse to council.

Section 6.     Utilization of Budget and Budget Ordinance

This Ordinance and Budget Document shall be the basis of the financial plan for the Rutherfordton Municipal Government during the 2010-2011 fiscal year.  The Budget Officer shall administer the budget and shall insure the operating officials are provided guidance and sufficient details to implement their appropriate portion of the budget.
