The Rutherfordton Town Council held a special meeting on this day at 6:30 pm, at the Woodrow Jones Community Hall, 146 North Main Street, Rutherfordton, NC.  The purpose of this special meeting was to provide information about the proposed entranceway overlay district for Highway 221 north and south and Charlotte Road areas.

At 6:30 pm, Mayor Sally Lesher welcomed all present and called the meeting to order with the following Councilmembers present:  Terry Cobb, Christy Bare, Jimmy Dancy and Bob Jones.  Also in attendance were Town Attorney Louis Nanney, Planning and Development Director John McWhorter, Town Manager Karen Andrews and Meg Nealon, RLA, AICP, a Partner with Land Design in Charlotte.
Meg Nealon gave a presentation on what is an overlay district; two case studies of overlay districts in Hendersonville and Gastonia, and the importance of an overlay entranceway district for Rutherfordton.   After the presentation, Ms. Nealon answered questions for about 20 minutes from the approximately twenty to twenty-five persons present.

Mayor Lesher noted she had spoken with all the Councilmembers, and at this time the entrance overlay district was a nonissue and Council has no plans to move forward with the proposed overlay district.

Being no further questions, at 7:13 pm, Mayor Lesher declared the special meeting adjourned.
