The Rutherfordton Town Council held a special meeting this day at 3:00 pm, in the Council room of Rutherfordton Town Hall, 129 North Main Street.  The purpose of this special meeting was to meet with representatives of the North Carolina Department of Transportation concerning the two proposed alternatives for the Highway 221 by-pass of Rutherfordton.  Mayor Lesher welcomed all present and called the meeting to order with the following Councilmembers present:  Bob Jones, Jimmy Dancy, Terry Cobb and Christy Bare.  Also in attendance were Planning and Development Director John McWhorter, Zoning/Code Enforcement Officer Don Hutchins, Police Chief Kevin Lovelace, Public Works Director Keith Ward and Town Manager Karen Andrews.

Jay McInnis is the primary person with NC DOT concerning the Highway 221 by-pass of Rutherfordton and he introduced six additional NC DOT personnel who were present to discuss the two proposed alternatives with the Council.

Council had met on July 6th to discuss their concerns and questions about the proposed routes and presented those for discussion.  Council and the public present at the meeting discussed the two proposed alternatives with NC DOT representatives.

Consensus of Council was no matter which alternative is chosen by NC DOT for the by-pass, the Town is willing to make either alternative work and to help the Town’s residents and businesses deal with the situation.

NC DOT representatives were open and receptive of the thoughts from the elected body and those persons present.  After sixty-two minutes of discussion, at 4:02 pm, Councilmember Jones made a motion to adjourn, with Councilmember Dancy seconding.  Motion passed unanimously.
